What are YOU doing to increase membership in YOUR 
Club or in any other Lions Club??  If someone you know 
would like to become a Lion but not in your own Club for 
whatever reason/reasons, you could still sponsor them in 
another Lions Club of their choice.

As you can see listed above are some ideas, 
suggestions, comments, etc. that YOU and YOUR Club 
can use to hopefully ADD new members AND RETAIN 
the members you currently have.      
 
To all Leos, Lioness, and Lions Clubs in MD 5M.  Please 
consider adding Retention to your Membership 
Committees so that they would then become Membership 
and Retention Committee.  The reason for this is 
because we are losing members as fast as we gain them. 
 Make sure that the Membership & Retention 
Committee have members that WANT to try new ideas 
and are willing to try different ways to increase 
membership.  The members of this committee need to 
consist of people who WANT to be on the committee! 
 
A couple of ideas for Retention – When you have a new 
member, make sure you have the Membership Kit 
available and all forms signed.  This is a special time – 
make  it special for all!!  You could have the District 
Governor or Past District Governor swear in the new 
member/members, take pictures, and submit to your local 
paper.  If you are a Leos Club, you could put the 
picture/article in your school paper or the local paper.   
 Welcome the new member/members into your 
Club.  When you talk to the new members, find out what 
she or he may be good at, or enjoys doing, or has a 
special interest in – Keep them busy and make them feel 
needed!!!  At meetings, encourage them to participate in 
discussions,  and when you do and they come up with 
ideas, etc. – DO NOT say things like “We tried that years 
ago and it didn’t work!” 
 Also, at meetings, sit with them and talk to them.  
Your Tail Twisters could help with new ideas to mix it up!!  
Make the new member/members feel NEEDED AND 
WANTED – remember you were once a NEW Lion too!!!! 
 
Sometimes when we are doing a Fund Raiser or a 
Service Project in our Community, we have other 
members of our community help us out.  This is a 
PERFECT opportunity to tell them about Lionism and 
invite them to one of your dinner meetings.   
 Does your Club have a Club brochure telling 
about Lionism and about what your Club does which 
includes pictures, list of recipients of donations, contact 
number, location of your meetings, when you meet (time 
and dates in month)?  Do you have them available at 
your Pancake Breakfasts, Pork Chop Dinners, Bake 
Sales, etc.?  Also, it is a good idea to have these 

brochures or info sheet at your City Hall, Community 
Center, or Senior Citizen Center.   
 Again, look around your Club meeting – who is 
NOT there – were they there at the last meeting?  Make 
sure that your Club President and the Membership 
Committee are staying on top of this by contacting the 
missing members.

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New Press for Monthly Membership Reporting by Clubs  
 

Effective April 2008 
 

Overview and Frequently Asked Questions 
Overview 
Beginning in April 2008, there will be a change in the submission dates for clubs to report their 
monthly membership reports (MMR’s).  Theses reporting changes will apply both to clubs that 
report their membership transactions on line (through the online WMMR system) and for clubs that 
submit paper MMRs to international headquarters.  
 
As explained below, the overall goals are to (1) enable LCI to produce more timely cumulative 
monthly membership reports, and (2) provide more consistency and accuracy between the LCI 
cumulative monthly member report and Club Billing Statements and District Financial Recap 
reports. 
 
Frequently Asked Questions 
Q. What exactly will be the changes to monthly memb ership reporting? 
Currently, membership reporting is released by LCI on the one-month lag. For example, the May 
Cumulative Membership and Club Summary Report is released on June 29th and utilizes 
transactions (adds or drops) that are created through on the 28th of June. As such the “May” report 
has transactions that were created from May 28th through June 28th 4:00PM (local time in Oak 
Brook.) 
  
Under the new membership reporting process, which will become effective in April 2008, reports 
will be released as of the most recent calendar month end. For example, the May report will have 
transactions that were created from May 1st – May 31st. The report will be generated 5 days after 
the day of the month. 
 
Q: Why were the changes necessary? 
This will allow the association to report membership on a timely basis. 
 
Q: Will the due dates change for monthly membership  reporting? 
Yes, for clubs that report online through the WMMR system, transactions must now be entered by 
the last day of the current month . And for clubs that file paper MMR reports, they must submit 
paper MMRs to LCI by the 20th of the current month . 
 
Transaction entered on the WMMR will be reported in the current month, For example, 
transactions entered on July 7th will be considered a “July” reporting. 
 
Mailed reports, must be received by the 20th of the month, to be included in that months 
cumulative report. Reports, received after that date, will be recorded in the membership system 
with the current month; however will be included in the next month’s cumulative report. 
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The Following are the dates to submit each months’ report, 
effective beginning in April 2008:

Q: Will this eliminate the LCI cumulative monthly m embership reports being a month 
behind? 
Yes, the reports will now contain current monthly data, rather that being a month behind. 
 
Q: Most club secretaries still report monthly? 
Yes, to help LCI more accurately reflect membership numbers, clubs will still need to report 
monthly. Previous month’s reporting can no longer be submitted past the month’s cutoff date. 
 
Q: Will the new reporting dates change the deadline  for club charter applications? 
The only change for charter applications occurs in the month of June. In order to be chartered in 
the current fiscal year, completed club charter applications need to be received at LCI 
headquarters by June 20th. Applications can be received electronically or by fax if necessary. 
 
Q: When will the change in reporting be implemented ? 
The new reporting will be effective for membership reporting for the month of April 2008. 
 
Q: How may clubs now report online through the WMMR  system? 
More that 70% of clubs worldwide now report on line via the WMMR system. If your club would like 
to report on line and thus be eligible for the latest filing date each month, please contact the 
Information Technology division by email at: wmmr@lionsclubs.org to receive a password and 
basic instructions.
