       We are now entering the middle of our Lion’s year.  Mid-Winter convention is soon upon us,  
          and we as Lions now have to start looking at our plans for the year and ask how close we are 
          to meeting our yearly goals.  The following article was submitted to DG Clay by Lion Bill      
         Guthrie of the Coon Rapids Lions.  I thought it would help put a focus on our mission as Lions. 
 
MEMBERSHIP AND RETENTION 
 
The following are some things that we as Lions, Lioness and Leos can do to increase membership, improve retention 
and to inform the world on why “We Serve.”  These ideas and suggestions can be used on Club, District, Multiple 
District, and International levels. 
  

 CLUB LEVEL  
 

1. Each Lions, Lioness or Leos Club should develop a Membership Packet for all their Club members that 
would include club roster, club officers, committees along with a brief description of what each committee 
does, club history, meeting place and time, fundraisers, a Mission statement, a Vision statement, Code of 
Ethics, explanation of dues structure, community projects, club calendar, awards, resource page, etc. 

2. Develop a Club Web site and keep it current.  Make sure that there is a contact person listed so that anyone 
can contact your club. Also on that Web site, have links to District, Multiple and International Web sites. 

3. When you submit an article to your local newspaper about an upcoming event, service project, etc., then at 
the end of the article have the name and phone number of a contact person for your Club so that if someone 
wants to contact your Club, then they have the resource to do so. 

4. If someone contacts you/your Club about membership in another community or club, be sure to get their 
information and then pass it on to someone in that community.  We as Lions, Lioness and Leos can help 
each other to reach our goals! 

 

 DISTRICT LEVEL  
 

1. On the District Web site, list ALL the Lions, Lioness and Leos Clubs in the Multiple.  Be sure to include what 
District these clubs are in and links to those Districts. It would just make it a lot easier to be able to 
communicate with other Lions Clubs for whatever reasons.  

2. If you are on the MERLO Team, you should be writing a column every month in your District newsletter. 
3. If you are in other Cabinet positions, you should be writing an article at least every other month to keep the 

Lions, Lioness and Leos informed and educated about what is happening along with any changes that might 
be taking place. 

 

As a Chairperson on the Cabinet , you would like to be out to speak to Lions Clubs but in reality it might take 2 or 3 
years to be able to make it to every club and, of course, by that time, many club members may no longer be a Lion.  
When you attend Zone Meetings, don’t sit with other Cabinet Chairs.  Seek out Lions clubs that you do not know very 
well and sit with them during the meal/meeting and try to set up dates to come out to speak at their club meetings.    

At conventions if you have a table set up (LCIF, Leader Dog, Eye Bank, Camps, etc.) and have information there 
available for all, be SURE to have someone there to talk to the Lions, Lioness and Leos.  It is just GOOD PR for the 
various cabinet positions to be able to talk about the group you are representing.  Encourage them to take this 
information back to their clubs.  Have your calendar/appointment book with you in case a club decides they would like 
to have you come to one of their meetings and do a talk.  
  

Conventions Chairs 
 

Get the information out as soon as possible on your seminars, programs, presentations, meals, memorial services, 
hospitality rooms, room costs, and pin trading, etc.  Also, have a questionnaire ready to be handed out during the 
convention, so that Lions, Lioness and Leos can make suggestions, comments, etc. about the current convention and 
then for conventions in the future.
